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Comparing the attitude of language learners in using educational methods
based on multimedia, metacognitive and socio-cultural in learning second
language vocabulary

Extended abstract Introduction: Vocabulary learning plays an important role in learning any
language, whether it is a first language, a second language, or a foreign language. In fact, words are
the basic building blocks that learning a second language is based on. This is a vital component of
functional language abilities. he does. Vocabulary knowledge has been shown to be a key predictor of
reading comprehension for English language learners (Brooks, Colton, & Fraser, 2021).
Understanding the communicative value of words with recent approaches in language teaching has
made vocabulary an important learning goal (Al-Qahtani, 2015). Recent advances in second and
foreign language learning show that, in addition to grammar and pronunciation, non-native speakers
need a solid foundation of vocabulary knowledge to become successful users of English in any
academic setting, in other words, process language comprehension and production. The simultaneous
and complex extraction and construction of sentences through the use of appropriate lexical
combinations depends on the appropriate time and place (Tovar, 2017). On the other hand, Nazari
(2008) believes that the success of learning English does not depend only on students, teachers'
approaches in language teaching are also vital in creating favorable experiences for learning. The
study of Tahineh and Deana (2013) showed that students have specific reasons for learning the
language and have significant attitudes towards the use of English, which should be considered by
English teachers and curriculum designers in the preparation of materials, curriculum and curriculum.
take Improving students' positive attitude towards a specific academic subject may increase their
desire to learn it and the ability to apply what they have been taught improves their progress (lstiani,
2014). Although different methods are used to teach vocabulary, there are new techniques based on
psychological theories that can make language teaching, especially vocabulary, easier. The techniques
used in this study are related to the proposed theories in the field of psychology, each of which was
chosen based on their assumptions. In multimedia learning, coordinating visual and verbal inputs can
improve learning results. In the socio-cultural approach, language teaching methods are aimed at
understanding the meaning and intention of the speakers in the process of collaborative dialogue and
considering the social and cultural contexts. Metacognition is higher order thinking that includes
active control over cognitive processes related to learning. Therefore, visual-visual teaching
techniques, multi-sensory method, circle rotation, storytelling and note-taking based on multimedia,
socio-cultural and metacognitive theories were used in remembering and recognizing English
vocabulary in EFL learners. Audio-visual education relies on Mayer's theory of multimedia learning,
multi-sensory method (drawing with closed eyes) and vocabulary note-taking are based on
metacognition and storytelling theory, and the rotation method (sentence making) also relies on SCT,
all the techniques used in a way, they explain the neuro-cognitive function, but some have more
explanations, such as the rotating method and storytelling, including the multi-sensory method. The
purpose of the research is to compare the effect of techniques based on multimedia, socio-cultural and
metacognitive theories on the attitude of people in learning English vocabulary. Method: The method
used was a quasi-experimental design of pre-test and post-test with one group. The statistical

population was all language learners of English language educational institutions in Qom city. The
statistical sample of the research was randomly selected from male language learners and 16 people
were selected as the experimental group. For the experimental group, video-visual teaching
techniques, multi-sensory method, circle rotation, storytelling and note-taking were used during 8
sessions of 45 minutes, and for the control group, the normal teaching method was used. To collect the
research data, a closed-ended qualitative questionnaire was conducted along with an interview. First, a
questionnaire with closed-ended questions was used. In this part, the participants were evaluated on
the usefulness of the methods. The purpose of the questionnaire is to ask the opinions of the
experimental group about the effect of vocabulary teaching methods, which examines whether they
were useful in learning and memorizing the target words or not. A semi-structured interview is used to
collect information about the participants' experience of learning and recalling new vocabulary
techniques based on multimedia, metacognitive and sociocultural cognitive theories. In this study,
Cochran's test was used to evaluate the overall effect of the intervention, and McNemar's test was used
to determine the difference between groups. Statistical analysis was done using spss software version
22.

Findings: Using Cochran, the observed Cochran value showed that there is a significant difference
between educational techniques, and using McNemar's post hoc test, it was shown that the attitude of
people regarding the presentation of video/audio technique except storytelling with sentence making
techniques (p>0.012), note-taking (p>0.004) and drawing with eyes closed (p>0.003) are different at
0=0.0125. Results: Based on the obtained results, the use of techniques has a significant effect on
vocabulary learning. This research presents a new approach in language teaching and shows that each
of the theoretical fields include a different aspect of the learning process. have benefited and learners
have different preferences regarding the methods.
